CivicFest, a non-partisan civic event celebrating American democracy and Minnesota statehood, will showcase more
than 35 world-class, museum-quality exhibits that are rarely, if ever, coordinated as a museum exhibit outside of our
nation's capitol. CivicFest will be held at the Minneapolis Convention Center Aug. 29 — Sept. 4, in conjunction with
the Republican National Convention.

This unique event draws historic relevance to our country's democracy. CivicFest offers visitors a chance to see a wet
ink transfer of the Declaration of Independence, sign a bill into law while sitting in a full-scale replica of the Oval
Office or explore the White House via a 60- by 20-foot miniature model of the famous 1600 Pennsylvania Avenue
residence. Support American-made, locally produced goods by visiting the 100-plus vendor marketplace that will
showcase Minnesotans’ skill at cultivating everything from Minnesota wild rice to artwork.
